Match Play Escuela 2024

Course:

North and South Fields.

If one of them is closed, it will be played in the available one.

Dates:

Qualifier: August 18 (Semana Grande Competition — North)

Round of 16 (1/8): 29 September - North

Quarterfinals (1/4): October 13 - South

Semi-final (1/2): 27 October - North

Final: November 17 in the South.

Participants:

All members of the Club School with a national handicap may take part, in the case of
that a non-National hcp is classified, it will be the test committee that decides if it is empowered
to be able to play on the 18-hole course.

Classification:

The qualifying test will be the School's Monthly Competition to be held on August 18 at the
North Course. The players with the best 16 results (handicap) will qualify for the Match Play
draw. The best will face the ranked No. 16, the 2nd against the 15th and so on.

Categories:

Unique.

Tee box:

Benjamines Male South Field 50 / North Field 48
Male Juveniles South Field 55 / North Field 50
Other Ages Male South Course 58 / North Field 55
All Female Players South Course 50 / North Field 48

Inscriptions:

They must register for the August Monthly Competition (18th), which will be the qualifier to
enter the Match Play bracket. The event receives the distinction of MAJOR.

Rules of the game:

The championship will be played in accordance with the Laws of the Game approved and in force
by the R.F.E.G., the local rules in force of the Club, and by the local rules dictated by the Test
Committee.



Form of Play (Individual):

It will be played over 18 holes under the match play handicap. Handicap Points:

¢ The Playing Hdcp is 100% of the Pitch Hdcp. The player with the lowest game Hdcp plays
with 0 and his opponent with the difference of their respective game Hdcp.

eExample:

¢ Player A hdcp 6.4 and player B hdcp 12.4.0n the South and 58 bars course player A plays
with 8 and player B plays with 15.Hdcp of play 100% of the Hdcp of the Field, i.e. A 8 and B 15.

¢ A plays with 0, B with 7 points on the holes, with Hdcp of the holes from 1to 7.

Departure times:

Once the Match Play box has been established, it will be placed on the notice board and the start
times of the matches will be published on the website.

The Race Committee reserves the right to modify schedules. In case of changes,
they shall communicate them in due time.

Tiebreakers:

All ties must be resolved after the established holes have been completed, unless it could not be
possible due to force majeure, lack of light, weather. which will have to be carried out during the
following 48 hours. As they are handicap events, players must continue on hole 1 and successive
until one of them wins a hole, and the player who corresponds to him receives the points in

the same holes as on the normal lap of the race.

Awards:

The winner of the V Match Play School Cup will have the privilege of inscribing their name on
the Club's Honor Roll and will receive a trophy plus a box of Titleist Pro VI balls.

The runner-up of the Match Play School Cup will receive a trophy plus a box of Tltleist Tour Soft
balls.

Committee:

It will be made up of three members appointed by the Competition Committee, which from 2023
are Pedro Angel Rodriguez Alonso, the teacher present on the day of the test and assisted by the
Caddy Master of Service.



Points:

This Cup is valid for the annual Ranking of the School, the one who has qualified at 1/8, will receive 2
extra points. The one who advances to the quarterfinals 4 points, to the semifinals 8 extra points, the
finalists will receive 15 points and the winner 20 points. Points will never be accumulated. That is, a
player who reaches the final will not be able to obtain the 2 points for having qualified for the round
of 16, the 8 for being a semifinalist, etc. You will be awarded 20 points directly.

Several:

At the end of each match, players must notify the Caddy Master of the result.

By mutual agreement, the players may choose a date prior to the stipulated date, making the
reservation through the Caddy master and informing the teaching team of the School.

If the deadline arrives one or both players do not show up at the tee, they will be disqualified.

The use of a caddie will only be allowed if he is a player of the School. Spectators and companions

must remain at a distance of 50 meters from the players. To qualify for a prize and score points,
the use of the School's uniform is mandatory.

Absence without prior notice from any tie will mean, in addition to not being able to play the
next Monthly Competition, the withdrawal of the points achieved in this event.
